The Rotary Club of Pohnpei is looking forward to a busy year this year as the club will celebrate the
20th anniversary of its founding. We are actively seeking a suitable project to commemorate this
anniversary. The club has four active founding members.

The scholarship committee is currently reviewing applications for the upcoming academic year.
Usually 8 to 10 scholarships are awarded for a total of $5,000. But we hope to increase those
numbers this year. The scholarships will be awarded in August.

Also in August, the club will assist with the distribution of Solar Water Stills to thirteen outer
islands of Chuuk State in the Federated States of Micronesia. This is the Pacific Basin Group Water
Task Force project.

In September, a low vision clinic will be conducted on the islands of Pingelap and Mokil in Pohnpei
State. The people of Pingelap have a high incidence of achromatopsia — a form of colorblindness

which also makes it difficult to see in bright light conditions.
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
