In March of this year, Rotarian Dr. Joel Rubio from the Rotary Clubs of Tumon Bay alerted our board to a community issue that involved the Guam
Breast and Cervical Cancer Early Detection program at the Department of Public Health and Social Services.

The program was short $18,000 in its federal funding to meet the needs of its clients for fiscal year 2008 to 2009. The cancer program allows women
who are uninsured or underinsured to receive early cancer screenings to detect for breast and cervical cancer. The women must meet federal poverty
guidelines in order to be eligible.

The Guam Breast and Cervical Cancer program was implemented in 1999 under a cooperative agreement between the Department of Public Health
and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention through its National Centers for Disease Control Program. The local program services hundreds
of women who meet the federal guidelines for services. Each year since its inception, the screening program has identified several cases of cancer
amongst its clients. The purpose of the program is to establish a comprehensive public health approach to reduce the number of deaths due to breast
and cervical cancers in our community.

At the time the board was approached by Dr. Rubio, there were more than 100 women on the program’s waiting list for cancer screenings.

The board decided to accept the issue as a project and explore how we could help the program. Board member Rindraty Limtiaco volunteered to
chair the effort. For Rindraty, the issue was a very personal one as her father was recently diagnosed with cancer and was undergoing treatment.
Knowing that that it would be difficult for the Rotary Club to underwrite the program’s entire funding shortage of $18,000, Rindraty worked with
other organizations to determine if we could come up with a collective community solution. She worked with the Guam Healthcare and Hospital
Development Foundation who eventually agreed to donate $10,000 to the cancer program in May.

The Tumon Bay board then approached our sister clubs on island and were able to persuade two other clubs to collectively donate $3,000. The
Rotary Club of Tumon Bay then made up the shortfall with a $5,000 donation.

By June, the cancer program received the $18,000 that it needed to meet the needs of its clients for fiscal 2008-09.

Our efforts to assist this program fall directly in line with our club’s goals and principles of making our community a better place. The cancer
program services members in our community who do not have the means to acquire these screenings on their own.

Our membership is proud to have contributed to such a worthwhile cause, knowing that our donations and efforts will help to save lives.

We also will be working with the program to help them establish, via the American Cancer Society, an annual fund-raising program to address

anticipated shortfalls in federal funding in the future.
